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Navigation Notes:

1. The Blackwater 'No 2'is a Port Hand mark for the River
Blackwater and a Starboard Hand mark for Lawling Creek

2. Small craft moorings may be encountered west of the No
4 Mayland Creek PHB. These are not as frequent as
formerly, many older moorings having disappeared. We
have no information whether these have been fully
removed and in consequence, we would not recommend
anchoring west of the 000.46.000E meridian.

3. The Speed Buoy and Race Mark 'Mundon' may be moved.
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
